	The evidence gathered helped me to understand and engage with the learners better. I read an article on how to teach about ‘Topic sentence’s and used it to supplement my teaching practice. I read an article on ‘How to teach boys’ and it helped me design activities and strategies to teach a boys’ class. The strategies that I used included moving students regularly, getting them to work in groups which allowed them to think and discuss their ideas in groups, giving clear instructions using knowledge from computer games as an inspiration for learning. 

After attending PDs on some cultural practices, I tried to incorporate them into my classes as well. The practices included writing the date on the board, using readings applicable to Maori culture and heritage. I learnt that it is important to be culturally sensitive with students. I learnt that it is important not to single out students, formative assessments are helpful, students prefer to be assessed on smaller activities, feedback should be understood by both parents and students. These actions have helped me to use critical inquiry and problem-solving effectively in my professional practice.
