	The evidence gathered will help me to understand and engage learners better. By dividing the class into groups according to students’ interests helps to keep students engaged in the activities. Whereas, the use of technology helps to provide an additional tool which is used to attend to diverse needs of students. Students had to do a presentation based on a brief which provided to them as an assessment. Students worked on a PowerPoint which required them to research and make notes. The process was effective as it allowed students to use technology as part of their learning. Likewise, I arranged the classroom to create differentiated learning environment. The class was divided into three groups; students worked independently, little teacher intervention and third group was fully supported by the teacher. Moreover, as means of engaging students with bicultural and multi-cultural contexts of learning, I encourage students to attempt activities relating to contexts of learning in Aotearoa, New Zealand. The reading article that students referred to was on ‘Treaty of Waitangi’ and it helped students to understand more about the Treaty and events related to it.
