	The focus has been on understanding how akonga learn and that is demonstrated in their practice. I have been using diagnostic tests to prepare my units plans which are tailored to meet the needs of students. The weekly reflections show the emphasis that is placed on designing of tasks which engage students better. Within my lessons, I encourage discussions within pairs and groups which allow students to take ownership of their own learning. 
Likewise, I design tasks on topics that appeal to students, for example, readings on sports are more suited to boys. Therefore, students are able to think critically are able to reflect on their own understanding.
